Community Counseling Center/Evidence Based Best Practices for Substance Abuse
Treatment for Youth and Adults: $45,223

The Community Counseling Center will continue to expand evidence-based best practice
services for substance abuse treatment for youth and adults to meet the particularly urgent
community development need to provide substance abuse counseling and youth services as
listed in the 2009-2013 Consolidated Plan. This project will fund a full-time counselor
position to provide more extensive case management.

Food For Thought/Summer Food Bridge For Hungry Children: $8,000

Food For Thought will work in cooperation with the Carson City School District to provide
lunch meals during the 2012 summer break for 200-300 low-to moderate income children.
These children reside in the Seeliger Elementary School area, which has been identified as
being 88.16% free and reduced-price food eligible. Children will also be instructed in
hygienic hand-washing, eating nutritious food, and dental hygiene.

FISH/Facility Improvement Project: $37,975

Friends in Service Helping (FISH) is a neighborhood facility that provides food, shelter,
medical, and referral services to homeless and low-income people and is funded in part by
their thrift store. The facility was not well-maintained in the recent past and is in need of
repairs and upgrades to maintain the viability of their infrastructure. The FISH Facility
Improvement Project would replace their HVAC equipment, recycled clothing storage unit,
and roll-up door, and install batting and insulation in the attics of the homeless shelters.

Carson City Public Works/Residential Sidewalk Improvements: $203,658

This project is a continuation of an ADA sidewalk improvement project completed in 2010.
Improvements will be made on East Long Street between Roop Street and Molly Drive and
will also include the installation of a fiber optic line to connect the Carson City Health and
Human Services building and the Senior Center to the rest of the City network. Construction
will include new sidewalks, replacement of degraded sidewalks, and ADA compliant corner
curb cut ramps in an effort to improve pedestrian safety and ADA-compliant accessibility.

Carson City School District: $25,000

This project would fund the removal and disposal of an obsolete portable building and
replace it with a more efficient and better equipped portable classroom building that the
school district already owns. This building will be used for the Children in Transition
(Homeless) program, which serves the homeless student and family population in the
Carson City School District. Services provided will include referral services, tutoring, and
access to showers, laundry facilities and the internet.

Program Administration: $70,964

These funds will be used by the City to ensure that all other funded projects are properly
managed and fully comply with all federal laws and regulations governing the use of CDBG
funds. Funds will also go toward the development of plans, reports, and citizen outreach.

Past Performance

Carson City has accomplished much since it began receiving CDBG funding as an entitlement
community. The overall accomplishments of the program have been impressive. Of the 41
projects funded to date, the City has completed 35 while 5 remain underway. One project, Deer
Run Sidewalk Improvements, was cancelled due to lack of availability of other funding sources.

Drug Free Workplace -- It will or will continue to provide a drug-free workplace by:

1. Publishing a statement notifying employees that the unlawful manufacture, distribution,
dispensing, possession, or use of a controlled substance is orohibited in the grantee's
workplace and specifying the actions that will be taken against employees for violation of
such prohibition;

2. Establishing an ongoing drug-free awareness program to inforrn employees about:

Employers of convicted employees must provide notice, including position
title, to every grant officer or other designee on whose grant activity the convicted
employee was working, unless the Federal agency has designated a central point for the
receipt of such notices. Notice shall include the identification number(s) of each affected
