Number of Specified Iltems Required: UWherever in these
specifications an  article, device or piece of equipment is
referred to in singular number, such reference shall apply to
dae many such articles as are shouwn in the drauinge or required to
complete the installation.

Claims for Extra Costs: [f the Contractor claims that any instructions
from the Architect involves extra cost under this contract, he shall
give the Architect written notice thereof within a reasonable time
after the receipt of such instructions, and in any event before
proceeding to execute the work, except in emergency endangering

life or property, and the procedure shall then be as provided
for changes In the work. No such claim shall be valid unless so
made.

Temporary Heat: Provide as necessary to protect the work,
by methods approved by the Architect. Permanent heating plant
may be used for this purpose uhen ready.

Contractor's Supervision: There shall be continuing
superintendence throughout the job which can either be performed
by the General Contractor himself or by someone in his employ.

Guarantee: The Contractor shall be responsible for and shall
replace or remedy any faulty, Improper of inferior materials or
workmanship or angy damage to other work resulting there from,
without cost to the Cuner, which shall appear within one year after
the completion and acceptance of the work under this contract.
