Staff Summary: Carson City was required to relocate various utility facilities to accommodate
the construction of the Carson City Freeway Bypass. The above listed contract was necessary for
relocations in Highway 50 East on both sides of the Freeway corridor. Project included
construction of approximately 78 linear feet of sanitary sewer, approximately 805 linear feet of
water main, and approximately 310 linear feet of water and sewer abandonment and
appurtenances. All work has been completed, all claims settle and project is ready for approval
of release of final payment.

This is to advise you that all work required for the subject contract has been
satisfactorily completed. Please prepare the necessary actions to release the final
payment for this contract. This contract was awarded by the Board of Supervisors on
November 15, 2007 and work was substantially completed on February 14, 2008. The
final contract amount is $366,591.66. There were 2 Change Orders on this project as
summarized below:

C.0.#1 This Change Order balanced 5 of the Unit Bid Items to reflect the actual
quantities installed.
Credit amount is = ($40,722.00)

C.0. #2 This Change Order covers 6 items of extra work and 2 items of liquidated

damages for exceeding traffic control hours .
Additional cost = $11,001.66

The net effect of the above Change Orders is a decrease in the total contract amount of
($29,720.34) .
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
