stewardship by improving water quality, protecting groundwater, preventing flooding, improving 
the quality of the air we breathe, providing natural buffers to development, and preserving 
habitat for wildlife; and 

 
WHEREAS, our parks and natural areas ensure the ecological beauty of Carson City and 

provide a place for children and adults to connect with nature and recreate outdoors; and 
 

WHEREAS, the U.S. House of Representatives and the National Recreation and Parks 
Association have designated July as Parks and Recreation Month and calls upon communities 
throughout the country in recognizing the importance of parks and recreation.
